Directions: Take the A376 to Exmouth from the motorway (Junction 30).  At the second roundabout (After M5 Junction) take the 
B3179, signposted Woodbury, Budleigh Salterton.  Having passed through Woodbury take the next turning the right, 
Signposted B3179, Exmouth, Budleigh Salterton.  At the top of the hill turn right, Signposted  B3179, Exmouth, 
Budleigh Salterton.  Continue straight on towards Budleigh Salterton (B3179) Ignore all signposts to Exmouth. 
Ground will be clearly marked. PTO for map.  Postcode for Sat Nav EX8 5EE.

Notes: Shooting will be in accordance with G.N.A.S. rules (including dress).
Drug Testing: Record status shoots will be liable for drug testing and competitors approached to give 
samples must comply; If they refuse that refusal will be treated as a positive result.
If you require a Target List or Result sheet, email is the preferred method.  Please clearly note your email address on 
the entry form.  Paper copies can be supplied if necessary.  Enclose 2 x S.A.E. with your entry.
Results will be posted on our web site soon after the tournament.
Archers wishing to take photographs/video at this tournament must sign the log book held with the Tournament 
Organiser.
If you are a Junior shooting as a Senior please make this clear on the Entry Form.
Camping will not be available this year, unless you are willing to camp down the right hand side of the field.
